The Hon’ble Supreme Court, in Paramvir Singh Saini vs. Baljit Singh (December 2020), directed all States 
and Union Territories to ensure installation and proper functioning of CCTV cameras in every police 
entry and exit points, main gates, lock-ups, corridors, lobbies, reception areas, and all other necessary locations. The 
Court further mandated that the CCTV system must have night vision capability and audio
along with proper preservation of recorded data.

Similarly, in Kamla Devi vs. State of Punjab, the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court observed that no part 
of a police station should remain outside CCTV surveillance, and that interrogation rooms must 
functional CCTV cameras. 

In view of the above legal position, it is respectfully requested that:

1. Appropriate and clear directions be issued to all Station House Officers within District Fatehabad mandating 
that CCTV cameras installed in all police stations/outposts under the district remain functional at all times.

2. All CCTV cameras and related rooms/areas presently non
restored to operational status on priority.

3. A responsible mechanism be designated for periodic inspection, maintenance, and data preservation of CCTV 
systems in all police stations, so as to ensure continuous compliance with the orders of the Hon’ble Courts.
